First Flight and Congratulations

First Flight

After nearly threeyearsof building, my RV-6A took totheair yesterday. It
was at a Chapter 1158 meeting, home-builder's night, that | first decided to
build an airplane. Sincethen, I'vereceived a lot of help, support &
inspiration from this Chapter & itsmembers. Thank you all.

Here'smy first flight report. Chris Good, Saturday, 3rd June 2000

Theday started out with an hour in a Piper Arrow with an instructor. While
| had been flying arented Cessna 172 fairly frequently, | hadn't flown the
Arrow for morethan ayear, & wanted to get a check out in an unfamiliar
aircraft in preparation for the 6A. Also the Arrow hasa much higher power
off sink ratethan the 172. We did some slow flight, stalls & a couple of
landings, aswell as emergency procedur es.

Next | flew a 172 to the EAA Chapter 18 picnic 45 nm away at Burlington.
Met with my flight advisor, Jerry Thorpe. Several of the chapter members
are building or flying RVs. Marty Pavlovich has helped me alot through this
whole building adventure. He brought his 6A to the picnic & let mefly left
seat for about an hour, going through some more slow flight & a couple of
landings. In the last two years, | had three sessionswith Mike Seager in
Van's 6A, but thelast minute polish up with Marty helped a lot.

The plan had been to do thefirst flight early Sunday morning, but the
weather was perfect on Saturday, with rain forecast to movein on Sunday. | =
decided that we should go for it Saturday evening. We got back to West Bend

at about 3:30 & picked up the Airworthiness Certificate that the DAR, Tom §
Willis, had left therefor me - the inspection was completed the day before. |
needed about an hour to screw down floorboards & inspection plates
removed for the DAR.

Theengine started right away & | taxied to the pumps. We added fuel to give
me about 16 Gals. left & 12 Gals. right. The plan wasto use left tank only for
afirst flight of an hour or less. Kyle, my second flight advisor, thought the
tireslooked a little soft. We checked & found them right at the 30 psi (mains) ¥
& 25 psi (nose) that | had set, but we decided to add 5 psi to each & they did
look better that way. Taxiing felt fine, with no tendency to pull left or right.

After the usual thorough enginerun-up, | taxied onto runway 13, 4500 feet =
by 75 feet. The wind was about 5 ktsat 110, so nothing to worry about. |
Brought power up smoothly, getting 2200 r pm with the Sensenich prop. |

had no problems keeping it on the center line, with plenty of right rudder
countering the 180 HP from the O-360. | took the weight off the nose wheel
early, & lifted off in well lessthan 1000 feet. It felt very stable & controllable,
so | climbed straight out, intending to climb to 4000 feet over theairport. At
lessthan 1000 feet AGL the Big Red Light on my panel started flashing at
me! | installed the Grand Rapids EI S-4000 engine monitor, & it wastelling
methat CHT on cylinder 3 had exceeded the 450 deg limit that | had set. In
fact it was up to 480 & climbing. | leveled off to improve cooling, but it
continued to climb, so | called my ground crew & told them | was coming
round to land. As| continued onto downwind, the CHT stabilized. Kyletold
methat she had seen CHT at 500 right after her engine overhaul. At thispoint CHT was dropping so we decided not to land, but to
continuetheflight test as planned. Studying the engine log afterwards, | could seethat CHT3 was at 398 at the start of the take-off rall,
& roseto 450in 30 seconds. It peaked at 488 deg 60 secs later.

Therest of theflight was pretty uneventful. The left wing was slightly heavy, but | had more fuel & meon that side, so I'm not going to
take any corrective action yet. The imbalance was not enough to prevent controllable rudder turnswithout aileron input. Elevator
control was fine with good trim control via the Matronics governor. Slow flight at about 60 ktswas stable. Stall in the landing
configuration was at about 45 kts1ASwith a left wing drop, but easily recovered.



It wastimetoland. | kept the pattern closeto the runway, & ended up high on final. | didn't want to dlip it in, but full flaps & 70 kts
gave me plenty of sink for a steep approach, although my ground crew found the view slightly alarming! Added a little power and
made a nice flare. Power off, squeak squeak, hold the nose wheel off, track straight, brakes, turn off at theintersection. Wow! 1'd been
making mediocre landings all day, but thislast one couldn't have been better!

Many thanksto the entire ground crew for their patience & support. Knowing they werethere for me gave me the confidence | needed
to make thisfirst flight successful. I'll report performance numbers after somemoretest flights. | can't wait to get it back in the air, so
it won't belong. Pictures & video should be on my websitein the next couple of days.
